APP Programme 
 

The full APP (Advanced Pharmacy Practice) 

programme is in development in 

collaboration with over a hundred 

advanced practitioners and is expected to 

start in 2009.  The programme will support 

the post-Diploma development of Band 7 

and Band 8 pharmacists. 

 

The APP ‘fast track’ MSc programme was 

launched in October and it is the first 

programme to map competency using the 

ACLF. More than 20 experienced advanced 

practitioners are currently undertaking the 

course over the next year. 

 

Lead for Tutor Support  
 

Activity is high in the area of tutor support!  Half day training has been well attended for the sessions 

‘Diploma Induction/Refresher for Tutors & EFs’ and ‘Skills for Diploma Tutors’.  Jig Patel is also about to  

re-run his ‘DAP Lead Support’ session.  Bookings are going well for future sessions, and we are beginning 

to run some sessions within individual training centres.  If you ever find that you cannot secure a place on 

tutor support training, please let the admin team know and we will try and run more. 
 

As we mentioned in the last newsletter, Barry is also responsible for a site within Blackboard that contains 

tools, information and strategies that individual training centres use locally to run the diploma 

programme.  We would like to invite LTTs to send anything that they have put together for Barry to 

consider uploading, so that others might benefit from your work.  This Blackboard site has expanded with 

some of your contributions since the last newsletter, so please have a look at the ‘Example Material’ tab 

in the ‘Tutor Information & Resources’ section of Blackboard to see if anything is useful to you. 
  

Finally, many of you will be aware of the importance of ‘self-directed learning’ (SDL) within the DipGPP 

programme.  This has required us to develop and begin to communicate a JPB-context-specific definition 

that reflects the change of culture in post-registration learning and teaching, as it links with the current 

fitness-to-practice agenda.  Working definitions of SDL have been circulated to practice tutors attending 

‘Skills for diploma tutors’ and new students at learning sets.  We are now seeking to publish an article on 

these developments, and believe that the latest definition below will continue to evolve and develop with 

yours and others’ feedback.  Please watch out for a future paper and let Barry know your thoughts:

Assessment update 
 

During September and the first week in October, a total of 193 assessments were carried out by the JPB for the 

general level practitioners on the PG Dip GPP programme. The distribution of assessments are as follows: 
  

ϊ 54 practitioners sat the 12 month OSCE / MCQ / Portfolio assessment, with a further 34 practitioners sitting a 

Portfolio assessment – deferring the 12 month OSCE and MCQ until the 18 month point (March 2009). 
  

ϊ 33 practitioners sat the 18 month OSCE / MCQ / Portfolio assessment. 
  

ϊ 72 practitioners sat DAP assessments, with 32 practitioners completing the therapeutic review task, 13 

practitioners completing the audit task and 27 practitioners completing the change management task. 
  

Following these assessments, 22 practitioners will be awarded their Diplomas and final Statements of Completion 

of general level training. Congratulations to these practitioners, particularly since these practitioners were the 

original “pilot” group for the new general level programme.

Please also note, the deadline for the next RITA submissions for all practitioners registered on the programme is 

Friday 16th January 2009 (this applies as the 4 month RITA for those just started the programme in September 

2008, the 8 month RITA for those who started in March 2008, and the mid – module RITAs for everyone else 

registered on the programme – excluding the APEL practitioners).  

Practitioners are not eligible to sit an assessment, until a satisfactory RITA form B has been submitted. 

In due course, I will send out some more detailed feedback on the recent round of assessments to trust lead tutors 

to disseminate to members of staff within their departments.
